The colors applied on the
verso of the silk were exposed on the first lining paper at the parts where silks were
missed. (photo-331)

After comfirming looseness of the color pigments, 2% water solution of cow hide glue
was sprayed over the surface, before rabitt skin glue was applied with brush onto white,
green and blue pigments.

Infilling silk is the artificially detereolated by electron beam radiated 180 mega-rad,
and its warp is of 42 denier 80-100 threads/3cm, Raddle 40-50 teeth/ 3cm, and its wefft is
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of 50 denier 80 two-ply threads/3cm.

Previous infillings having inpainted lines are re-used at the vellow clouds.

Previous first lining papers are totally re-used, because verso painting are comfirmed
remained on the paper. (photo-334)

Inflling at the part where verso painting remained on the lining paper, is done by silk
colored by dyeing not by pigment in order to allow the color of verso painting passing
thorugh to the infilling surface. (photo-343)
