Many vertical creases were observed on the painting, boarders and inner-side of cover.
Horizontal creases were on the painting.

At a few part, pieces of the surface layer were transfered onto the back of the scroll.
There were some missings of paper support. Detachment between the paper support and
the first lining paper was observed on many parts. Dirt was seen on all over the surface.
Deatchment of title paper and boarders paper were observed. The cover textile was worn
out showing abrasion of gold threads.

Seals of (THE SPENCER COLLECTION NEW YORK PUBLIC LIBRARY) were found
to be printed at each end-papers.

The back paper having memo written by a pecil were cut and stored at the bottom of
the new box. (photo-348)

Chinese numerals in Chinese ink were found on the back of first lining paper. The
numnbers are continued but those are not corresponding to the painting paper.

The roller was found to be joined by rebbet joint (phtot-349)

The pieces of surface layer of the painitng were put back its original positions by
pasting with animal glue. (photo-291, 292)
Infilling was done at the mising.
Overlapped parts of paper support were put back to the proper positions. Previous
infillings colored unpleasantly were replaced with new infillings. (photo-352, 353)
Infillings having inpainted lines were re-used.
In order to expose the painting more, overlap was lessened at joints.
